Kerr brings us this cutting edge home cookery show featuring health conscious comfort foods 
from around the world. PERFECT PICKLE (6 x 26’) From traditional English pickling to European 
tastes, featuring recipes from the Caribbean and the Orient, Perfect Pickle is a highly entertaining 
and informative food magazine show. TASTING AUSTRALIA (26 x 26’) A series which goes on a 
cultural and culinary tour of Australia revealing how this multi-ethnic country has developed into a 
foodie’s paradise.

CURRENT AFFAIRS DOCUMENTARIES  – AFTERMATH (2 x 49’) A two-part programme produced from 
the vantage point of the survivors of 9/11, profiling people who have demonstrated great resilience 
in the face of sorrow. HALAL IN THE PRAIRIE (1 x 28’) A film examining Dearborn, the largest Arab 
city in the western world with its emphasis on Islamic culture, religion and history. THE TUBE 
UNDER ATTACK (2 x 26’) A two-part special on the 7th July 2005 London bombings showcasing the 
quiet heroism of Underground workers. THE WILLY LINDWER COLLECTION (23 x various episodes/
lengths) A thought-provoking collection of titles from filmmaker Willy Lindwer exploring subjects 
from all over the world including the Holocaust, terrorism and the digital revolution.

ENVIRONMENTAL & WILDLIFE DOCUMENTARIES – THE BEN CROPP COLLECTION (28 x 52’) An 
array of high quality wildlife and environmental films featuring beautiful and dangerous creatures 
from marine expert Ben Cropp.
